🩸 Compare Macbeth’s ruthlessness as a warrior with his regret after murdering Duncan
· ‘Till he unseamed him from the nave to th’ chops’ (A1-S2)
· ‘This is a sorry sight’ (A2-A2)
Consider:
1. The reason why Macbeth is so violent towards Macdonald
2. The connection between the blood on Macbeth’s hands and his feelings of guilt

  Compare Macbeth’s reaction to the prophecies with his reaction to the apparitions
· ‘rapt withal’ (A1-S3)
· ‘The crown does sear mine eyeball’ (A4-S1)
Consider:
· The subtle differences between the way Macbeth and Banquo react to the prophecies
· The reason why the procession of kings horrifies Macbeth

  Compare Lady Macbeth’s concerns about Macbeth with his ruthlessness later on
· ‘It is too full ‘o’ th’ milk of human kindness’ (A1-S5)
· ‘hell-kite’ (A4-S3)
Consider:
1. The connotations of ‘milk’ and the extent to which the judgement is fair
2. The connotations of ‘hell-kite’ and the extent to which the judgement is fair

️  Compare Lady Macbeth’s assertiveness with her frailty later on
· ‘Give me the daggers’ (A2-S2)
· ‘Out, damned spot, out, I say!’ (A5-S1)
Consider:
1. The importance of returning the daggers and the reason Macbeth refuses 
2. The connection between the imagined blood on Lady Macbeth’s hands and her feelings of guilt
